TANZÁNIA

OKTÓBER 17-28 (11 NAP, 10 ÉJSZAKA)
NAIROBI – LONGIDO – MTW WA MBO – SERENGETI - ARUSHA – OPCIONÁLIS ZANZIBÁR vagy KILIMANDZSÁRÓ
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Programme
Day 0 – 17th October departure from Budapest
After we have arrived to Nairobi at dawn the next day, we spend the day there. Accomodation at Terminal Hotel.
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1st day – 18th October Nairobi, Namanga
During the morning we may take a look and wander around in Nairobi, than we leave for Namanga where we will start our 4-day-long humanitarian work. After getting know the surroundings and the people, we will start our mini project. Accomodation at New Monuntain View Hotel.

2nd day – 19th October Namanga, humanitarian day, introduction period
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Start of the humanitarian activities and getting know of the African working morale. Boys and girls will start to do the „tough” physical work together, and the mother types will enjoy teaching and dealing with the local children. Meals: together with the locals. There will be cultural programmes in the afternoon, than we will watch an authentic Massai boma where we can take a look at the regular life of a local village. We won’t only be witnesses of rural life here, but if we want we can also take part in it actively. We can build a manyatta (Massai hut) with mud, we can feed animals or we can be guests in a traditional wedding ceremony. Accomodation at New Mountain View Hotel.

3rd day – 20th October Namanga, humanitarian day, market crowd
On this day the real intercultural adventure continues. At the morning we will visit the local market and buy food for lunch. Cooking together and exchange of recipies. If you’re familiar in the kitchen you can learn how to make a chapaté or ugali. What are these exactly? You can learn it there! We continue the humanitarian works and/or make programmes and teach the children. Here we can give the children all the presents we have brought with us. In exchange the happy, smileful and glittering black eyes will respond, that they are very grateful for the small presents. This programme gives most of the tourists unforgettable memories. Accomodation at New Mountain View Hotel.
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4th day – 21st October Namanga, end of humanitarian work
Completing and continuing humanitarian project in consent, with the help of locals. As we feel ourselves at home in the village, we will have new opportunities for more cultural programmes, as Africa is full of surprises. Accomodation at New Mountain View Hotel.
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5th day – 22nd October Namanga, Arusha
Before noon we will  complete the humanitarian project in consent with the help of locals. Payback football game with the Massai people. Can we prove that we are the descendents of Puskás?
On this day at the afternoon we will leave our new friends, and leave for Arusha where we get ready for the safari. Accomodation at Meru View Garden.
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6th day – 23rd October Arusha, Mto wa Mbu, the cultural village
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On this day we will have a very intensive cultural experience because we will visit a banana plantation where we can try banana beer and many other handcrafted items. We will visit craftsmen from Mto wa Mbu and Tingatinga painters in their workshop. You can make a unique present for yourself or for your beloved ones. And all this for a cheap price. At night a real folklore programme from the Tanzanian tribes and a special dinner awaits us. The romantic surroundings, the not exactly luxurious 4 starred tents with comfort, set to the African nature, and the feeling of the authentic view will provide a relaxing night to the successfull humanitarian travellers. Accomodation at Lilac Kemping.

7th day – 24th October Mto wa Mbu, Serengeti
At the morning we walk towards the Manyara lake, and feel the endless savannah. After breakfast we leave for the breathtaking Serengeti. On the way we meet with zebras, giraffes and gazelles. Accomodation at Seronera Kemping.
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8th day – 25th October Serengeti
A beautiful dawn at the Serengeti. The predators set off for a morning hunt, and we watch them from the distance, and everyone chooses to cheer for the lion or the zebra, for the cheetah or the gazelle. Our aim is to find the big five, what consists of Africa’s five biggest predators. You don’t have to worry, or be impatient, just rely on the tour guides and release your fantasy, enjoy the honesty of nature and the laws of the savannah. Accomodation at Twinga Camping.

9th day – 26th October Ngorongo crater
The Ngorongo is a gigantic crater which is home for one of the most densely populated wildlife area of the continent. In its 260 km2 territory lives 50 mammal species (among them many thousands of gnus, zebras, elephants and lions) and 200 bird species (from the ostrich to the duck). This is a natural Paradise which was created at the last eruption of the vulcano with the collapse of the top, two and a half million years before. There is enough water and plants here at every part of the year so the animals are not forced to move elsewhere. Accomodation at Lilac Kemping.

10th day – 27th October Arusha
11th day – 28th October Going home of optional tours
We spend the night in Arusha from where we go to Nairobi the next morning, and than we fly home. OR we have opportunity to climb the top of Africa, the Klimanjaro or we can spread our legs on the exotic beaches of Zanzibar.

Optional tours:

Option I – Zanzibar (+5 days):
11th day – 28th October Arusha, Zanzibar, Stone Town (by plane)
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Zanzibar is an archipelago which consists of 2 major islands of Unguja (Zanzibar) and Pemba, and of nearly 51 other, smaller islands. It is also known as „Spice island” and a paradise of beachlovers. It is located on the Indian Ocean approximately 40 kms far from the Tanzanian coast. The UNESCO declared Zanzibar as part of the World Heritage. The beach with its beautiful, dust like, white sand and turquoise coloured water is a perfect place for relaxation. We can go scuba diving, sightseeing or even participate on other facultative programmes. During a trip in Zanzibar we can visit the Yoni or the mangrove forest, and we can see dolphins.
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On this day, after we took our rooms we explore the Stone Town. The 200 years old town built from white stone – the former centre of slave trading – can provide us with a unique and fabled felling. We can wander in the small and twisted streets of the town, in its extraordinary markets where we can accounter many kinds of exotic fruits and sea creatures. We can visit the house where Freddie Mercury was born, and if we will have time, we can also visit museums. We spend the night here. Accomodation at Safari Lodge.

12-15th days 29-30-31 October relaxation on the coast of Nungwi
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Leaving for Nungwi in the morning. On the way we stop at the jungel like spice farms, where they surprise the tourists with special wood pulp attractions and presents made from plants by hand. In this exotic tour we can learn on which tree does the turmeric, the laurel, the nutmeg or the chili grow, or why do the locals drink Coco-Cola insted of Coca-Cola. You will find out these if you join us.

In the afternoon we arrive at Nungwi. Eyes have never seen things like this before: we can relax at a white sanded, absolutely clean, blue beach where even the sunset is unique. The people are very friendly and nice.

During this time facultative programmes can also be organized: scubadiving boat tour, visiting a giant turtle, bathing with dolphins, etc.

Accomodation at Union Bungalow.

16th day – 1st November Nungwi – Stone Town – Dar es Salaam – flying back to Budapest
Option II – climbing of the Kilimanjaro (+5 days)
11th day – 28th October Arusha, Marangu
Leaving from Arusha, as soon as we reach Marangu we immediately go to the Mandara Camp. During the way we will have lunch. The route will take approximately 3-5 hours and we will climb up to 2700 m height, where we will spend the night in Mandara camp.
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12th day – 29th October Horombo
After breakfast we will continue with a 4-7 hours climbing, where we will reach our next station at 3700 m. We will also have lunch during the way. We will spend the night at Horombo Camp.

13th day – 30th October Kibo
We will also climb another 1000 m upwards, and after 5-7 hours we will reach camp Kibo.

14th day – 31th October Peak Uhuru, back to Horombo camp
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On this day we reach our goal. For what we struggled so much and we get a sight of the 5896 m high Peak Uhuru, and after lunch we start descending until camp Horombo.
15th day – 1st November Marangu Gate, Arusha
After breakfast we descend completely, where our cars will be waiting for us, and take us to Arusha where we will spend the night.

16th day – 2nd November Back to Budapest
Costs for the 11 days long Tanzanian tour
For 10 person: 390 000 HUF + flight costs

For 6 person: 420 000 HUF + flight costs

This fee includes: accomodation (in youth camps, camping sights, rented tents, bungalows and three starred hotels), three meals a day, enterance tickets to the national parks, excluding the ones that are facultatives marked with (F), authentic-cultural programmes, transportation (with jeep on the spot or with microbus), contribution to the humanitarian micro projects, the prices for the work of the cook, the driver and the local drivers, and the training of the participants before the travel.

The prices are only approximate.

We can provide the price in 1 USD = 240 HUF exchange rate. For an exchange rate higher than this, we must modify it.

Paying deadline: 50 000 HUF in advance when applying

Price of airfare approximately: 190 000 – 210 000 HUF

We cannot guarantee the price of the plane ticket, and payment is necessary two weeks before departure at least.

Prices for Zanzibar (optional):

450 USD per person (the price includes: accomodation, bus fees, transfers in both ways, ferry fees in both ways, breakfast)

Own room: +40 USD per day

Prices for the Kilimanjaro (optional):

More than 4 persons: 1 250 USD

More than 2 persons: 1 350 USD

For one person: 1 450 USD(the price includes: accomodation, bus fees, transfers in both ways, ferry fees in both ways, breakfast)

Other costs
• Visas (can be obtained at the border, we deal with it as a group, 100 USD)

• Vaccinations

• Obligatory vaccination against yellow fever: 7 300 HUF

• Other advised vaccinations, malaria pills: maximum 35 000 HUF

• Insurance: can be obtained for 3 000-15 000 HUF to Africa for the desired period

The prices are only approximate. For people travelling in bigger groups, or for those ones who integrate plus travellers, we can provide individual discount.
